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Cheonsapo (Daritdol Observatory) - a
streamlined observatory inspired by the
legend of the blue snake passed down in
Cheongsapo.

Haedong Yonggungsa Temple - a
mesmerizing attraction with breathtaking
panoramic sea views elevating its beauty.

Nurimaru APEC House - located on
beautiful Dongbaek Island surrounded by
green pine trees - used as a memorial hall
and international conference hall after
APEC in 2005.

Busan X the SKY observatory - A
transparent glass walking bridge called
“Shocking Bridge” also gives you views of
Haeundae from directly above.

Gwanganli Bridge - View this second
longest bridge in the country after Incheon
Bridge.
