Piazza del Duomo - The heart of the city, admire
the main monuments of the historic center
Piazza Della Repubblica - One of the main
squares since Roman times 
Palazzo Vecchio - The town hall of the city 
Piazza Della Signoria - The center of political life
since the 14th century. Today, it holds a copy of
Michelangelo's David statue.
Ponte Vecchio - Also known as Old Bridge, is the
only bridge across the river Arno in the city until
the 13th Century.
