Gukje Market - Find food, clothes, handbags, 
accessories etc.  Said to be similar to Seoul’s 
Namdaemun, with cultural and historical 
significance.

Myeongdong - Bustling shopping street with 
underground shopping centers and above-
ground shops with luxury brands.
